Army has moved into the Ukraine,
gaining many opportunities for new
blows , against the sagging German
lines.

from Rostov, and have advanced
almost 200 miles west of Stalingrad,

Zeros Flank Forts While
Others Drop Missiles
From Above

SOMEWHERE IN AUSTRALIA,
Dic. 23 (AP)—Allied Air Force Head-
fquarters disclosed vesterday the Japanese
were using ** aerial bombs ' in an at-
lempt to increase their moargin of success
in aip battles in Mew Guinea and the
Solomons.

At headquarters Lt Col. George C.
Kenney, Commander of the Allied Ajr
Forces in the southwest Pacific, reported
two such attacks recently.  Both were
unsuccessful - and three enemy fighters
were shot down and a fourth damaged.

The Japs [lirst wsed * aerial bombs ™
againgt a single Flying Fortress on recon-
niissance around Bumfasi in the Solo-
mons.  Seven Jap fighters attacked in
twa V" formatrons.

While three Jap fighters few parallel
with the Fortress, the others climbed 1,000
feet above, then dropped bombs which
burst and fell * in a streamer effect with
small red fires at the cnds" according
to the repart of the Fortress's crew.

With the last cxplosion the three fighters
flying alonpgside cloged in and opened
fire. Then they climbed above while the
other four flew parallel with the Foriress
and repeated the performance.

The fight lasted 40 minutes. One Jap
fighter was destroyed and one possibly
destroyed.  One  was  damaged. The
Fortress fired 1,000 rounds of ammuni-
tion and escaped undamaged.

The Zeros used ** acrial bombs "' for
the sccond time against Liberators along
the coast of Papua. One Zero was shot
into the sea. )

The tanks plunged on ahead of the in-
faniry, capiuring more and more store-
houses, One proop wirelessed back:
“We are distributing Duich chocolite
and Rhine wines to our fighters.”

From the frozen morthern front to the
spow-swept southwestern [ront, the Ger-
man communications took a worse irn
as the invaders lost a total of 905 rail-
way miles to the advancing Soviet forces.

Upwards of 430 miles was  rendered
inoperative on the southwestern front by
Gen. Vatutin's drives, One hundred and
forty miles of the Stalingrad-Tikhoret-
skava line is in the possession of the Red
Army, and nearly 200 miles of line be-
tween Yoronezh and Millerovo.
