in Poland, OH. He was an ordnance officer for the 369th
squadron, 306th Bomb Group, during his service with the
8th Air Force, and continued on with the USAF, retiring
as a lieutenant colonel in 1966. Collins was the first

treasurer of the 306th Bomb Group Association, serving

in that position for nine years.
