HWorking on this assumption, I am including our search list
for the state, and if you have the time or interest you might
do some looking. I do it when traveling, and when I have time.
Searching phone books, making calls, writing letters, asking
newspaper editors, etc., for information on people.

A1l of us working on the project of reviving the 306th appre-
ciate any help. we can get, and I certainly am most appreciative
of the materials you have sent along.

Also, 1s Wilke interested in talking about his misadventure?
Or is it a closed subject? I'd 1ike to know before I blunder
in. There were eight or 10 midair collisfons in the 306th at
various times--one three-plane deal near Berlin--and there are
darned few survivors ever to tell about them. Thus, I am very
interested in querying Wilke, if it won't upset him too much.

Hutchinson, of the 423rd
watched as the plexiglas nose of
hie plane burst after flak hit his
plane, Altheugh Hutchinson
survived, his bombardier tock
shrapnel in hie face.
