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German Explains Brend’s Capture

One of our readers is Konrad Rudolph
of Hamburg, West Germany, and he has
an interesting observation on Calvin
Brend's story about his capture by the
Germans, as told in the April issue of
Echoes.

He told me
that it was a muzzle loader. Thank God
we never found a chule or a suspect
person. We only found a lot of windows.

"In the snow, his track led the search
men to the secluded peasants’ home.
From the earth, the chutes were seen
going down. So the old people were
unable to help Calvin Brend. She was
in big danger. It was prohibited to help
enemy flyers, and it would be rigorously
punished."

He was the 132nd EM to
complete a tour with the 306th, finishing
at the end of 1943, John and his wife,
Marie, were regular attendees at 306th
reunions, including the 1988 gathering
at Las Vegas. He had been ill with
cancer for the past 14 months.

Percy G. Bolinger, 367th gunner and
POW (1B MNov 42 at LaPallice, France,
with Ralph Gaston's crew), died 3 Feb
B4 in Bartlesville, OK,

Charles E. Caine, 365th engineer
{John Roberts' crew) and POW (Saar-
brucken 11 May 44), died 16 Aug 86
in the VA Hospital, Allen Park, Ml. He
was a native of Weston, WV, and after
the war was Michigan sales represen-
tative for the West Virginia Glass Co.

William V. Harris, 423 gunner and
POW, is now state commander for
the American Ex-Prisoners of War for
Mississippi. He lives in Greenville.

A citation is awarded to the crew of B-17 airplane #124448, consisting
of the following officers and enlisted men of the Army Air Forces, United
States Army, for gallantry in action against an armed enemy while on a combat
mission over enemy-occupied continental Europe, 23 November 1942:

1st Lt William J. Casey, 0410335, Filot
2nd Lt Oliver E. Tilli, 0661597, Co-Pilot
Znd Lt Walter C. Leeker, 0726000, Navigator
2nd Lt Albert G. Smith, 0726082, Bombardier
5/5gt Joe Bowles, 33091168, Gunner-ball turret
5/Sgt Wilson E. Elliott, 16039362, Engineer-Gunner top turret
5/Sgt Reginald G. Harris, 18061867, gunner waist
S/Sgt Allan F. Meaux, 16046364, gunner waist
Sgt Harold F. Lightbown, 10331176, radio operator gunner
Sgt Parley D. Small, 37190921, gunner-tail

Shortly after completing its bombing run the airplane was attacked by seven
enemy aircraft attacking singly and from various angles. Every man of the
crew, working in perfect coordination with all others, manned his station in
the airplane so conspicuously and successfully that the entire attacking group
of seven enemy airplanes were destroyed with gunfire in twelve minutes of
combal, four crew members were wounded and the airplane was severely
damaged but returned safely to its base.

Displaying the courage, indomitable strength, and spirit inherent in a well-
trained combat team, this crew achieved a most notable victory in the face
of great odds. The courage, skill and teamwork displayed by this airplane
crew is of the highest order and worthy of emulation.

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The Long, Painful Road to FREEDOM

This is the second installment of Calvin
Brend's story of his odyssey from Thurleigh
lo the German Luftwatfe prisoner of war
camps, and finally through long marches and
other trials, he was eventually to retum lo
freedom. There was an excellent response to
the first hall of the story, which appeared in
the April issue of Echoes. This installment
concludes Brend's revelation of his experien-
ces.

Scon lhe Russians started their
advance on Germany. When they began
to get close, we were evacuated by truck
to the Baltic Sea. We were eventually
all put down in the dark, empty holds
of several freighters. We were packed
in so tight we could hardly move, let
alone sit or sleep. There was a bucket
to be used for a john. These buckets
were then pulled up by rope to be
emptied. The bucket never made it all
the way up without spilling several times
onto those unfortunate to be directly
below. Swill was lowered for us to eat.
We never knew if one of the same
buckets was used for this purpose or
not Twice we were allowed in small
groups of six to climb up the ladder to
the deck. This was for fresh air and
exercise.

On one of the outings several POWSs
jJumped overboard. We heard shots, but
never found out what happened to the
escapees. They must have also frozen.
It was cold water. Several days later we
arrived in Stettin. The ship tied up to a
dock which had a large battleship
berthed on the other side. We tried to
get the name of it, but could not.

Aunning with hands cufied

Again we were put aboard box cars,
but this time it was different We were
handcuffed two by two during this trip.
Some of us were able to unlock the
primitive cuffs with a Klim milk can key,
an object we all kept on a string around
our neck. We did not let the guards know
about this. As we saw we were being
taken off of the box cars, we refastened
the cuffs to avoid trouble. That was one
bad move. We did not know what was
about to happen. After lining up about
six abreast, we were marched along a
road. This road was lined with sailors
and other guards who had either a rifle
with a fixed bayonet or several guard
dogs. After about a mile or s0, a
commandant of our group gave an order
toc make us run. The guards and the
sailors started to attack us. They jabbed
their bayonets at us. The dogs nipped
at our heels. We ran about four miles.
it must be remembered here that we
were all suffering from malnutrition,
diarrhea and some even had canes or
crutches, still suffering from their
wounds. Many fell by the wayside, as
did |. As the dogs and bayonets came
close we jumped back on our feet and
ran some more. | got a small stick from
a bayonet in my back side. Shots were
heard. Many did not make it. Those who
survived will never forget.

After we were herded into the gates
of Stalag Luft 6, we had no barracks.
We had tents for several weeks. It was
while we were in these tents that a
German soldier working on a telephone
pole was electrocuted. When we heard
the news we all ran to the fence to see.
The German guards with the linemen
thought we were going to riol. We were
cheering. The Germans let loose a burst
of machine gun fire. All POWSs ran and
dove for shelter. | suddenly found myself
hiding behind a tent. A TENT? What kind
of protection is this? We all watched as
they lowered the dead lineman.
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It was also at this camp that | obtained
my log book. This is a book of blank
pages, hard bound, and made by the
YMCA, but distributed by the Red Cross.
| obtained this through the help of several
of my comrades. We pooled our resour-
ces of cigarettes and chocolate from the
Red Cross food parcels, to trade for it.
Chipping in for this was Harris, my crew
member, and Tony Lombardy, a POW,
who later became a great friend until
he passed away in 1986. I'm not a writer,
| was more of an artist at that time; not
a professional artist, but | had a lot of
art training. So | wanted to do skeiches
for a record.

| made many sketches, sketches of
each head of those in my room and
barracks, sketches of life as a POW,
sketches of dreams of what a private
jet might look like in the future. | also
kept the painting of the executed POW
with my log book. | did all this work when
there were no guards around. If | had
been found out, | do not know what may
have happened to me.

Food and Maggots

This camp was not as good as the
previous camp. There was not as much
food, not that we had even enough food
at Stalag 4. At this camp we got so
hungry | tried to eat grass. | tried it raw.
Itried it boiled. Lousy, lousy, lousy. Worst
of all there were the maggots. We were
served a grool of dehydrated vegetables
and grains. This was loaded with
maggots. Each bow! had dozens. They
were dead from the cooking in our mess
hall, but they were maggots. Al first |
could not eal, then | found a secret from
the English POWs. They were in our
lager at that time. We were a mixed
American and English lager. | traded for
some curry powder, this would make the
grool palatable. | had put quite a lot of
curry powder in each bowl, bul | ate it
| ate it with closed eyes. | ate it o survive.

The Russians began their advance
even more. Our camp was beginning
to be more available to them, something
the Germans did not want. So we again
made ready for evacuation. We all made
some sort of knapsack. It was again
winter. 5o | also made a pocket in the
inside of my big coat. This pocket would
hold my log book and the painting. We
were to march on the road. We had no
idea of the torture this would be. Walk
we did, in the freezing cold and snow.
It was in February, the first week or so.
| saw many blistered feet. Many POWSs
picked up sticks to use as cruiches or
walking aids. We walked from dawn to
dusk. We went around cities, always
staying in the country. We had little food:
an occasional boiled potato and piece
of bread. At dusk we were ushered into
barns, sleeping in the hay all tight
together, or sleeping with the livestock.

Mental Torture

On several occasions, we were put
through another type of torture, the worst
of all to my mind. As we entered the
barn complex, we marched past a pig
being roasted on an open fire. It was
for the officers to dine on that night. Our
mouths watered. We were very, very
hungry; we were being starved. Hatred
grew. In the haylofts shoes were stolen,
stolen by the Russians and/or Polish
POWs who were marching along with
us. Thoughts also ran wild about escape
or how we could steal part of that pig.
On two occasions we had no barns to
sleep in. We were pul in an open field,
about one thousand feet square. A pine
forest had recently been felled. We did
the best we could to keep warm. We
used the deep snow to form windbreaks.
Some of the leftover fir tree branches
served as ground and snow cover to
sleep on. We huddled together. Fires
were not allowed. In the morning a few
POWs did not waken; they froze to

f——

death. My hands and feet were again
frostbitten. A warm cup of Ersatz coffee
served as our breakfast, then back on
the road. The log book was still with me.

March, march, march, til finally at one
barn we stayed two days. It was here
that | could go no longer. I'd had enough,
| was sick, | vomited from eating the
snow, and | melted snow for water, | was
suffering a cold, malnutrition and was
very weak. Come whatever, | was going
no further. | had said goodbye to my crew
members and friends and stayed be-
hind. Those who stayed with me, about
75 in all, were finally put aboard a horse-
drawn wagon. We were taken to railroad
boxcars. After two days we arrived at
Stalag 357. | met up with my buddies
again who had been 42 days on the road
across Germany, not far from the Rhine
river. We all thought that this, being an
older camp, would be better. They must
at least have Red Cross food parcels.
The Red Cross food parcel was normally
designed for a minimum ration for two
men for one week, Up to now we had
approximately five, sometimes ten, men
per parcel per week. This camp 357 did
not even know what Red Cross food
parcels were. They had even less than
we had had.

Gift Packages Intercepted

Several days later our own elected
camp commander and representative
discovered that there were several
boxcars standing on a siding in the
railroad yards. They were lvaded with
personal packages for English POWSs.
These POWs had been moved and
there was no way these parcels would
be forwarded. He finally got permission
from the Germans after signing to take
responsibility to distribute these parcels
amang us. After dividing everything up
in our usual way by cutting or drawing
cards, | received one cigarette and a

At a time when | was sitting
on a john, which was located at the
entrance to the barracks, the guard
came and took everybody out, they were
going back on the road.

The guard opened the john door and
said, “Rouse,” | said "Conkin" and he
let me stay and be alone. They all left;
| quickly got my things together and went
oul the back door. Here | noticed the
guards in the tower, the only one | couid
see was looking the other way. They
were walching those leaving for the
open road. | quickly jumped the first
guard rail and rolled into a ditch. Under
the barbed wire, out and over the guard
rail on the other side. | was in the next
compound. | did this again into the next
compound, as each compound was put
on the road. Somehow | managed to get
o the hospital area to see the doctor.
As | was being interviewed by the doctor,
| suddenly had to vomit. This was
enough for the doctor to let me stay with
the sick.

After everyone but the sick were on
the road we who stayed behind were
moved to a comer lager. We were (o
be left behind. The English were now
moving our way; the Germans left only
the older men as guards. After several
days | took my turn foraging for food.
We were only allowed to go to the field
directly behind the camp. This field
contained rows and rows of piled-up
potatoes and kohlrabi stored for the
winter. They were kept from freezing by
several alternate layers of straw and
manure. We dug through by hand to
obtain all that we could carry to share
with our individual groups. That night as
we were locked up two important things
happened. We heard the German lines
move back; we were in no man's land.
Around 3 am. an aircraft made two
fiyovers of our camp. We estimated that
they must be Spitfires or Typhoons. On
the first pass, he dropped flares on two
comers of our camp, very accurately.
On the second pass, he marked the
other two corners. Then we heard an
artillery barrage. He had marked our
camp. They knew we were there! Cheers
from everybody.

Under Attack

The next morning we were all outside
digging foxholes. After a time, two flights
of British Typhoons came over. There
were two groups of four. The first group
circled high, while the second group
peeled off and came down directly at
us. We did not know what to make of
it Then we saw rockets being fired. They
locked as though they were coming
directly at us. We jumped into our
foxholes. What the hell are they doing!?!
The rockets went over our heads and
into a clump of trees in a small valley
behind the camp. Each plane fired its
rockets. What are they doing? The
attackers now became the lookouts and

the other planes made the same attack.
When the second plane in the group
fired its rockets into the trees the whole
clump vanished. An ammo dump was
destroyed.

After noon someone shouted "tanks!"
They were far off in the distant fields.
We climbed on the roof to see better.
Then three explosions near the front
gate of our camp — back to the foxholes
again! Soon yells of joy were heard from
near the gates. The guards came down
from the towers; one was running around
shouting he was not a Nazi. | ran to the
main gate. As | arrived an English
halftrack was poised at the gate — the
Ninth Hussars! They were trying to get
the key from the officers in the guard-
house. As they took prisoners, the
halfrack moved forward and pushed
down the main gate. We all ran out,
happy to see them. We were given
cigarettes and some personal rations.
| ran over and, with the help of some
of my buddies, pried loose the padiock
that was on the fallen gate; we were free!

But freedom takes awhile. It would be
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another week before we were out. The
English posted guards to protect us.
They patrolled the barbed wire day and
night We were given some English
rations and traded some American
cigarettes for more. Some POWSs left the
camp to roam and find their own way
back. Some stole cars and motorcycles.
They borrowed some gas from the
British and went off. | do not know where
they ended up or where they have been.

| do recall two Gls who were very
drunk. They had stolen a motorcycle,
borrowed gas, and came back lo pick
up some of their belongings and say
goodbye. It was quite funny as off they
roared, dead drunk, weaving all over the
road. The guy on the back had a guitar
slung across his back. It wasn't long
before they came limping back — arms
around each other and singing. They
had smashed into a tree. The guitar now
had only broken strings.

Too Little Food

We were vastly short of food. The
British guards had only enough for their
own supply. They could not serve us.
We had to forage the area. We drew
cards to see who would go; | was one
of them. We left the camp and went into
the country away from town. After an
hour of walking, we came to a farm. |
was quite scared, as we had heard a
story of others who had left the camp
and were later found hanging from atree.
There were also mines all over the place.

| stood guard at the entrance to an
animal pen, which was under part of the
house. We had knocked on the doaor,
saw people inside, but they would not
answer the door. The others went in
under the house. When they came out
they carried a duck and about four
chickens. One of them handed me a

'small lamb and said this is your share.

| carried the lamb back to camp. It was
for our barracks group, but nobody
wanted to kill it. They said you got it,
you kill it. Lacking guns, | finally had to
put it in a foxhole and club it to death,
not an easy chore. Lambs have hard,
thick skulls. | was crying when | did it,
but this was all we had to eat. After it
was over, no one wanted to eat it and
we agreed to trade it with a Polish group.
It again became my job. | lugged it over
to their part of camp and managed to
get four chickens for it. Not a bad deal,
really. The chickens were laying hens

and we opened them up to find a dozen
eggs in various stages of development

A team of newsmen showed up and
began taking movies of the large groups
| never saw or heard about this again,
After awhile we were taken by truck to
a forward airfield. We arrived, but there
were no planes. We were taken to a town
and occupied a building something like
a YMCA for the night. Again, no food
and we slept on the floor.

The next day we tried another field.
This one was still in operation. As we
waited in groups, and turned to embark
on the incoming C47s, a Brilish officer
kept eyeballing me. | had on a pair of
leaded wings which | had made by
sandcasting, using lead saved from the
bottormn of Klim cans.

An officer finally came over to me and
asked where | used lo be stationed. |
said England. He asked, "Do you want
to go back to England?” | said, "Cer-
tainly!" | had missed keeping a date
fourteen months ago. He said, "You see
the aircraft arriving with white stripes on
them. They are returning to England, the
others are going to France." He gave
me a wink and moved off.

The C47 pulled up in front of our
group. This was what we were to get
aboard. | noticed it had no markings, thus
| knew it was going to France. |
managed 1o slip into the next group and
waited for the next plane. It had the
stripes and | was headed for England!

It shook us all up quite a bit as we
approached England. Evidently we were
slightly off course and they let us know
by firing three bursts of flak off our left
wing. We arrived near Oxford, then we
were taken by truck to the 81st General
Hospital. We were deloused, showered,
shaved, and given new clothes. When
we were assigned to a ward building,
we were told to eat in Mess Hall #1.
After a week of eating steak, eggs, and
a variety of other great foods, we were
suddenly assigned to Mess Hall #2.
They just discovered we were suffering
from malnutrition and the #1 Mess Hall
food was too rich for us. The next week
was one of porridge, eggnog, elc.

Mever too Late for a Date

| had written my girl upon arrival and
one day | got a call from the gate; | had
a visitor. | rushed to the gate in my PJs
to find my girl and her father. We went
back to my ward and falked. | showed
them my log book and told them how
| had kept it with me through all hell.
We took in a movie at the hospital theatre
and then said goodbye.

Later | was transferred to London to
await shipment home. | called my girl
at her work place, as they had no phone
at home. | asked her to marry me. She
said yes, and | got a furlough. | went
to see her, got special permission to get
married, got married at the registrar's
office and went on a honeymoon. When
| returned from my furlough, | found out
that my papers were all mixed up. The
officer in charge of us was surprised to
see me, "If you had not returned, we
would have assumed you fell overboard.
You are supposed to be on a ship
headed for the U.S.I"

Later | was on a Liberty Ship. | was
in charge of seven POWSs. The second
night out we ran into bad weather, so
bad they toock off the mine watch. |
thought we had had it when as we went
over a great sea swell, the props left
the water, the ship shuddered and made
aloud noise. Certainly we had hit a mine!
But no, we were lucky. Later we arrived
at Norfolk, VA, | called my Mom and was
soon aboard a train headed for Ft
Devins, MA, where | had enlisted. The
route would take us through my home
town of Norwich, CT, Although | was
again in charge of ag roup and had the

Intercoms Left
Much To Chance

One of the problems that recurred in
the B-17 in the stress of combat was
the breakdown in communication be-
tween the five men stationed ahead of
the bomb bay and the five men whose
duties placed them behind the bomb
bay. This might be either because the
intercom was inoperative, or the plane
was damaged enough that it was
impossible for anyone to pass through
the bomb bay.

This was the situation that existed in
42-31025 on 6 March 44. L1 Alberi A.
Adams’ plane had been hit hard over
Berlin, losing an engine over the target.
Returning alone, four of the crew
members bailed out over Germany and
T/Sgt Lloyd B. Keene, was killed when
the plane was attacked by ME-1089s.

After the bailout, conditions improved
and the plane flew on home, without the
four men who jumped.

At the interrogation, the 423rd squad-
ron history quotes: "Our intercom was
out and four of the men were so scared
they bailed out without getting an order.”

Several months ago, Max Palenica
was visiting John Hedberg, and for the
first time saw this quotation in First Over
Germany. After that he wrote the author
in high dudgeon to protest and to report
what actually happened that day behind
the bomb bay. Here is Max's story:

“While we were warming up before
takeoff, we were having a problem with
one engine, but we took off anyway.
Later we got hit by flak in the target area,
and with a windmilling prop we started
to lose altitude. Lt. Adams gave the I:-air
out order twice, but Lt. Mathis {Jus

travel orders and all the records, etc.,
| managed to put someone else in
charge and jumped off the train when
it stopped in Norwich. | had my own
fravel orders which said | was to repor
at noon the following day. | visited my
Mom at work, then went to my Grand-
mother's house where we lived. The next
day they drove me to Ft. Devins. After
several days | got a 72-day furlough.
After | was discharged | waited for eight
months for my wife to arrive here. The
55 Washington brought her to New York
City with thousands of other war brides.

As for me, I'm still in combat, still
fighting the memories and thoughts of
POW life, of what I've been through and
of what my comrades suffered. | am still
fighting for my rights from the VA.

‘No.’

"At this time, a shell burst in the radio
room where | was, and | was wounded
in the face, leg, hand and back. |
staggered into the waist, The rear door
was pushed out and one man was
bailing out, the other waist gunner was
getting ready to bail out. | looked at him
and he was hurt across the head and
had blood all over his face. He, too,
jumped.

“Just before | was going fo jump
something hit me in the leg. | looked up
and there | saw the tail gunner, John
Hedberg, stuck in the tail. | got him out
and saw that he was badly hit in the
hand. | immediately put a tourniquet
around his wrist to stop the bleeding.
Two fingers were gone and he was in
a daze. | asked him if he could pull his
rip cord and he nodded that he could.
| put his legs out the door and kicked
him out,

"l feel that | probably saved his life.
| followed him out the door.”

Palenica completed his letter by
asking if this sounded like panic in the
rear of the plane?

Hedberg was treated in several
German hospitals and then was repat-
riated on the 5.5. Gripsholm.

Infurther explanation, at the time First
Over Germany was being researched
and written, neither Hedberg nor Palen-
ica had been located.

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Fortress Found Off New Guinea

This is Black Jack, a 5th Air Force B-
17 lost in action on a combat mission in
July 1843, The old bomber, fully-armed
and totally intact, was discovered by
Australian scuba diver Rod Pearce. She
lies on the white coral sand in 150 feet
of water off one of the most remote regions
of New Guinea.

Black Jack was a battle-scarred vet-
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eran of some of the most savage air battles
in the Southwest Pacific and is credited
with singlehandedly sinking the Japanese
destroyer Hayashio in a deadly duel one
night in November 1842, She had crashed
into the sea returning from a night mission
to Rabaul on July 11, 1843, Her crew was
rescued by coastal villagers.

Australian B-17 historian Steve Birdsall
traced her history and was able to locate
Ralph De Loach, the pilot who flew her
on that fateful last mission.

Birdsall took De Loach and a documen-
tary film crew to New Guinea and the resuit
is Black Jack's Last Mission, a one-hour
television program now available as a VHS
video cassefle.

The film contains stunning underwater
color footage of the old plane, inside and
out, combined with totally authentic
wartime combat footage and comprehen-
sive background on the Flying Forress.

Black Jack was one of a production
block of 36 early B-17Fs which were sent
to all corners of the world and included
the 306th's Miss Swoose and Yankee
Raider.

“The Wild Blue’, Good Story

therein lies their genius in telling a wide
ranging story that begins after WW 1l, but
with ample flashbacks, and ends with the
modern era.

Boyne today heads the National Air and
Space Museum, Washington, DC, giving him
another aspect from which 1o view the
adventures of flight, its victories and its
defeats.

It may seem overly long to some readers,
but the book tries to cover many aircraft and
many pecple, viewing it from the pilot's seat
and from the aspect of the mechanic who
is in love with engines and airframes,

Needless to say, there are threads of
romance and of sex running through the
book, sometimes adding to and other times
detracting from the story.
