l. Narrative

Course was approximately as briefed for both the 306th A and B
Groups. "A" Group took off at 0859, crossed Lowestoft at 1038, enemy
coast at 5236N-OLLOE at 1104, bombed at 1209, crossed enemy coast on way
back at 5234N-04L37E at 1349, 10 miles south of Lowestoft at 1434, landed
1520 hours, "B" Group left Loweatoft at l036§ hours, crossed enemy coast
at 5220N-0L23E at 1107, bombed at 1213, crossed enemy coast on way back
at briefed point at 13534, landed at 1540.

2. Fighter Opposition and Fighter Support

19 A/C of %ﬁbth A Greup flew high in the 4Qth A Combat Wing and
21 A/C of the 306th B Group flew high in the 4LOth B Combat Wing. Only
five or ten enemy fighters were seen, both T/E and S/E, Attacks were
rare, probably due to fighter support which kept below our planes, appar-
ently ready to drive enemy fighters back into the undercast whenever they
started to climb up. At 1155 two UellOs attacked high squadron, A Group,
from 6 eo'clock level with rockets which burst about 100 yards behind
formation. ¥wo P~47s immediately jumped these HellOs. One T/E enemy A/C
was shot down by P-478s before target; perhaps one of these NellOs. 0n°‘7W:;’
direct headon attack was reported by rocket, with results not observed,
Two T/E were seen to fire two rockets each, one after the other, the line~
of fire being at right angles to their line of flight. A B-17 straggler
at the IP, amoking and under attack by engmy fighters, was rescued by
P-51s, then was lost to view, after two ebjects per haps chutes, were
reported. Friendly fighter was late going-in, and was reported at about
1143 hours, Some P-518 were seen at tdrget, and two or three P-38s.
Then there was a gap in fighter support for five minutes after target.
After that it was good all the way out to coast.

3. A.A. Gun Fire
Weager, inacourate A.A. gun fire from coast, IP and target.
A.A. gun fire observed from Ijmiden, Amsterdam, Celle, Hannover and the
Hague, At Brunswick several huge flaming bursts were observed. At IP
there were two bursts appearing like a swarm of bees or like a ball of

leaves approximately 10 feet in diameter. These bursts appeared to be
rising when seen.

hl Bomb
Both 306th A and B Groups bombed on PFF flares. Very poor
vieibility at time of bombs away. 15 minutes after bombing a large black
column of smoke was seen rising through overcast at 22,000 feet from app-
roximately target area, but it is felt that this was almost certainly

result of explosion of 2 B-17s which collided in heavy hase caused by con
trails of previous combat wing over target.

5« Neather
Ground fog was nQt &s heavy as briefed, aloo not as heavy as
observed on yesterday!g mission. Patches of ground visible over contin-
ent, and enemy coast q,a visible going in and out. Over target persis-
tent contrails from cpmbat wings ahead formed heavy haze and extremely
poor visibility.

6. Alrcraft Retur Earl
A/C No. 4,28, Pilot Rutherford, turned back 0950 hours at 10000

feet over splasher #4. No. 3 prop ran away; feathered but couldn't keep
up., All bombs returned,

7. Alrecraft in Distress ‘

NW of target, two A/C, not identified as enemy or friendly,
crashed head on, B~17s and B-24s in distress were reported as follows:
as 1159 hours at IP, one B-17 straggler emoking, under fighter attack,
was joined by P-5ls, then lost to view.

b, 1159 hours, one B-17 going down on f£ire, no chutes,

o, 1223 hours, two B-17s, B in triangle, 92nd Group, one with call letter
S, the other A/C 008, call letter 0, collided inwmidair, apparently
due to lower ship coming up and hitting the ship above it in formation;
no chutes,

d. 12,0 hours, one B-2, shot down by fighters, no chutes,

8. 1400 to 1430 hours, our A/C #445-G, pilot Mack, heard pursuit calling

"Nayday® for "Big Friend", and saw B~17 cireling, losing altitude. Pur-

sult said it could oircle only 3 minutes when it was asked to get a fix.

Ground reported back OK.

8., Qbservations
B-17 with only marking a star on left wing, Joined high squad-
ron “A" Group, and fired on B-17, this Group; ball turret of our B~17
#074~Q, pilot Ware, returned fire, and strange B-17 left formation.
Just after target, at three separate times, bursts of flickering objects,
described as either shiny pleces of metal the sige of a fixt or silver
bursts like electric light bulbs were reported.
