French troops were called up to take PariQ. and
the Free French leader, De Gaulle, soon walked along the Champs Elyéeb through
screaming crowds, later knelt in prayer in Notre Dame de Paris. ilong the
west coast of France Sir Fernard O'Connor led the British armor in a sudden
sweep north. Montgomery moved up to the line of Belgium and Holland; Omar
Bradley rolled up to the Maginot Line and btreached it; Fatton swung east and
knifed his wey to the Frenco-German border, cieaned up the forts along the way,
finally stood before one of the most heavily defended cities along the whole
of the Fast border of France, Metz. ;

It was generally conceded that Metz would be a tough nut to erack. In

all the history of modern war it was the one fortification that stood out as




a perernial thorn. It had never been taken by direct assault in modern history,
tut Patton moved up to it, and Patton was going to take it. He brougkt up his
armor and 1ﬂfant;y. edged 1n‘close. settled down to regular shelling of the
well built fortifications, finally was in position to attack it, and asked the
heavy bombers to open up tke attack with a large scale bombing of the Forts.

Patton was always strong on the use of armor. His tank Divisions made
new chapters in the history of warfare whenever they took off. Nearly every
thrust ﬁe made was spearheaded by his best armored Divisions, generally the
Third or Fourth, and he was going to use his tanks on the Forts at Metz, His
purpose in asking'heavy bomber support was not so muchb to reduce Metz to ruinms,
but rather *to silence guns in these installations during passage of armored
forces seeking to gain favorable positions for the eventual reduction of these
fortificatiod%;' At St. lo the big tombers jus£ about obliterated the German
positions, tut the Forts around Metz vers only to be silenced temporarily not —
destroyed. They were built to stand a lot of punishment. |

The operation wag originally scheduled for the 5 Noveuwber 1944, btut
deterioration of wemtbher made visual attack impossibles, For the next three
days attempts were made to run the mission, but weather held the bombers off,
and there seemed no probability of the weather clearing in the next few dﬁys.
So on the 8 November clearance was received from the Ground Forces to attack
the fortifications byuse of the precise Gee-H and Micro-H methodg;

Downward wisibility was expected to te unlimited,

With the weather fore;ast ihdicating the possitbility of visual tombing
and the contingency of ovefoaat,conditions provided for, decision was made to
proceed with the mission on the-ninth. Targets were to be in the Metz-Thipn-
ville areas, those in Metz being the principal targets to be hite As Third
Division was not very experienced in the use of Micro-H, the planes of this

Since the bomﬁiﬁg at St. Lo a lot of work bhad gone into improvising
methods of bombing close to troops and doing it safely. This mission showed
the initial use of warning liﬁes defined by SCS 51 localizer transmitters and
friendly anti-aircraft bursts. .?WO warning lines were prepared, one for the
Metz targets, to be used by both forces attacking in that erea, Second and First
Divisions, end one for the Thionville objectives. These warning lines were
situated approximately parallel to the forward positions on a north-south axis,
and gemerally perpendicular to the line of approach of the bombers. The SCS
51 localizer transmitters,; operatiné on different frequencies, were set up to
give yellow indications on the approach to the warning line, and blue indications
affer crossing the ling. The lines of anti-aireraft bursts, black in color,
were to extend for one mile on either side of buth of the localizer transmitters
at spacings of five hundred yards. Firing was to‘begin ten minutes before the

arrival of the bombers and was to contirue till ten minutes after the bombing

A further step in the direction of complete safety was the measure taken
to prevent groups from dropping on e leader who was jettisoéning his bombs be-
cause of flak damage to the plane, At Ehe bombing of Ceen previously there had
been one case of accidental release by the leader, and the rest of the planes

formation. This particunlar High Squadron assembled on the Podington buncher,

Group assembly was not possible, due to weather. - So, on leaving the buncher
as atteﬁpt was made to intercept the remainder of the Group at Aylesbury, but
the attempt was dnsuccessful. The Squadron then flew to Oxfordness, where a
360 degree turn to the left was made. Again failing to rendezvous, the squad-
ron prooeedéd directly to the P¥F IP. The target was‘overah;t on the first
run, as the Mickey equipment was not giving proper returns, and on the second
run bombs were dropped on skymarkers of the preceding grcupe Fhotographs
verified that the bombs hit four miles northeast of the assigned target.

far from specstacular, Very few of the gro ps came near the tergets at ail,
and the bombing on nearly every target was rated as poore There wéﬁ only one
incident of bombing friendly units, when a unit of Seoond Division accidentally
dropped its bombs behind the friendly lines abproximately ten miles west of
Metz, but ro casualties were rcporfed. Had there been strict observance of
the briefed procedﬁ;e for validating the leader's release, this would not have
occuré%. The incident illustrated clearly the necessity of an interchange of
signals on an operatioﬁ of this type, s0 tﬁat the aireraft of a given unit may
te assured that the leadef is bombing the target and not jettisoning due to
battle damage, mechanical failure, or any other factor which might result in
prémature releése.

Enemy opposition to the mission was very slight. No enemy aircraft were
enccuntered ty any of the boﬁbers in the whole of the Eightk Air Force. Supp-
orting fighters reported observing a ME-109 and a ME-163 which were too distant
to engage. Information based on wireless intercept indicated that a small
numter of aircraft, probably from the German tactical units, were airborne
during the course of the attack. At iOOl hours some of these fighters gave
their position as fifteen miles southeast of Trier and were informed a few

minutes later-of the presence of unescorted borbers in the Verdun area. At

1024 bours the ene.y sircraft reported that the bombers were escorted and they

were thereupon recalled. Qur fighters gave very fine support to the tombers.
Meugre inaccurate fire was ropo}ted by some of the groups, though many of the

units reported no fire at all. No bombers of the First Division were lost on

Tﬁctical Miassion Report, p. 8, Par 5-B.

Previously it baus been noted that the bombing results on this mission were
poer, but, strangely enough, the bombing bad a very surpriaiqg effect on the
German troops in the a¥ea. and the bombardment did pay off. During the attack
only sporadic fire developed from the forts as the ground forces passed within
range of their guns, and it is belleved that the disruption of enemy communications
and the adverse effect on the troop merale largely offset the lack of significant
damage to the otjectives of the specific attack. In the area attacked bty the
Eighth Air Fofce were many targets hit by the Ninth Air Force and our own Ar-
tillery fire., From the combination of these there came a great deal of confus-
ion in the enemy's » anks, and the‘Uhited States 5th Infantry Division realized
that a quick exploitation of the confusion would prevent the enemy from organizing
effective defensess, Many units of the enemy were removed from the area with
the intention of relievipg them with fresh units, tut the communications were so
disrupted and there was-present so great an amount of confusion that our infantry
was atle to move into many of the defensive positions before relief could be
broﬁgbt ups The Fifth Division further stated that not only did the bombing
have a very adverse effect on the morale of the enemy troope, tut that it aff-
orded an excellent morale stimulant for our own front line troops in the esaaul%.
In so far as it disruptéd the communications, caused confusiqn, and lowered morale
in the ranks of the enemy, and stimulated the morele of our own troops, thereby
contributing to the successful frontal assault of Patton's army on the Metz r
fortifications, the attack may be said to have been a great success..though tke
bombing of tue precise targets was poor. Possibly the troops were so glad that

none of the units of our Army was hit that the bombing paid off better than the

very devastating tomdirg at St. Lo
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
